3. Imagine the following scenario: Two college friends—a man and a woman—are walking back to their dormitories one night after studying together in the library. As they walk through the campus, two men stumble toward them. They appear drunk. These two men start speaking and acting inappropriately toward the young woman.  Which of the following responses seems most natural and fitting? Why?

Response A: The woman speaks up for herself, directly confronting the two drunk men. When the two men become more aggressive, she defends herself and tells her male friend to run to safety.
