QUESTIONS FOR PERSONAL AND GROUP STUDY

“Future Faith”

(Begin by reading out loud this week’s text:  1 Peter 1:10-21)

1.  Tell about a time in your life where hope in a future good helped you do something unpleasant.

2.  Read Hebrews 1:1-3.  Why do you think God spoke through prophets?   How would you compare how God spoke through Jesus Christ to his speaking through prophets?  Now read Hebrews 11:13.  How do you think the prophets and patriarchs felt when God’s promises were not fulfilled in their lifetimes?  (Read 1 Peter 1:10-12 for a hint.)

3.  There is a chance that Christ could return in your lifetime, and a chance that he might not.  Which would you prefer and why?   Why do you think God didn’t tell us when Christ would return?

4.  Read 1 Peter 1:15-17.  Notice that God grounds the reason for living right in his character.  God not only sets the standard for what is right and wrong... he IS the standard.  Take each of the following moral questions and explain how God’s character is the ultimate reason they are right or wrong.  (See examples).  

A.  Lying is wrong because... God never lies.
B.  Abortion is wrong because... killing innocent children is unjust and God is just.
C.  Wasting money is wrong because...
