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HEARING AND DOING

Each week this section will provide next steps for going deeper with the sermon material, as well as preparing for discussion in 
your Grow Group.  Bring this sheet with you to your group meeting. 

God was very intentional in choosing the word “Father” to describe his relationship with humanity. The way a human father 
(and, in some ways, a mother) conduct themselves helps their children to understand a great deal about the character of God. 
For each example, write down what a child might learn about Godʼs character by watching the example of their parents.

1. Your teenage son comes home after curfew. You ground 
him for a week.

2. You lose your temper with your spouse in front of the 
kids. You later apologize to the spouse and to the children.

3. Your 8-year-old is running in the house and knocks over 
a lamp, causing it to fall to the floor and shatter. She fully 
expects to be punished.  This time, instead, you donʼt give 
her a consequence but you clean up the mess.

4. You work hard at your job and make sure the family is 
well fed and their needs are met.

5. Your 13-year-old son talks back to his mom. You very 
firmly explain to him that he will never speak to her that 
way again, and then take away his cell phone for the rest of 
the week.

6. You promise your daughter to take her shopping this 
Saturday. A work conflict comes up that will be difficult to 
move. You find a way and keep the date your daughter.

Read Galatians 4:1-7 and answer these questions:

1. What had to happen before we could be adopted as sons (and daughters)? [v5]

2. What is the opposite of being Godʼs adopted son?

3. What triggered the sending of Godʼs son?

4. Verse 4 makes a point of saying that Jesus was “born of woman, born under the law”. Why might that be important?
