QUESTIONS FOR PERSONAL AND GROUP STUDY

PHILIPPIANS 1:1-11

1. Read 2 Thessalonians 3:1-5.  Verse 3 says “The Lord is faithful.”  Why, then, does Paul asks people to pray for him?
2. Keeping track of all the things needing prayer can be difficult.  What are some practical ways to keep up with who and what you are praying for?
3. Sharing requests for prayer can often get out of hand.  How do you know if you have crossed the line between heart-felt sharing and inappropriate gossip?
4. Read 1 Timothy 2:1-2.  How do you feel about praying for a government leader with whom you disagree politically?  How should that disagreement affect your prayer for them?
5. Why do you think Jesus commands us to pray for our enemies?  What would be some right and wrong ways to pray for enemies?
6. Read 1 Peter 3:7.  Why do you think the quality of our relationship with our spouse has an impact on the effectiveness of our prayers?  Is it easy or difficult to pray with your spouse?  Why do you think that is?
7. The vast majority of people report that prayer is difficult for them, and that they wished they prayed more than they did.  Why do you think that is the case?  What might be the factors working against us praying on a regular basis?  What might happen if we did pray on a regular basis?
