Guidelines & Procedures

Child Protection
The safety and protection of our children is vital. Several measures have been taken to provide 
a safe experience for your child. First, all Children’s Ministry Volunteers have passed a thorough 
background check and can be identified by their photo ID badges and bright red lanyards. Second, 
we have created several “Kid Safe Zones” where only checked-in children and approved Children’s 
Ministry Volunteers are permitted. Such areas include the Bus Stop Corral, the Preschool Room, 
the Nursery Room and the Main Building at the Hillcrest campus. These areas are indicated by the 
shading in the map above. Given the public nature of the Oregon High School, your child is your 
responsibility until he/she enters a Kid Safe Zone. Once checked inside a Kid Safe Zone, we 
assume responsibility for your child.

Computer Kiosk Check-In Procedures for Birth through 6th Grade
New families will check-in at a staffed computer Kiosk where they will be assisted with the 
procedure. Members and regular attenders will use a Self Check-In Kiosk after receiving a Key Tag 
with a barcode. For safety reasons, even after your children are checked in on the computer, they 
are still your responsibility until they have entered a Kid Safe Zone.

When your children are checked in at a Kiosk, two Name Tags per child and a Parent Claim Tag will 
be printed. Put one name tag on your child. Present the second name tag to the Children’s Ministry 
Volunteer upon entering any Kid Safe Zone. First through 6th graders will enter the Bus Stop Corral 
to board the bus to the Hillcrest Campus (see map above) for their Sunday Service activities. Younger 
children will stay at the PAC and enter their appropriate classroom at the end of the long hallway. 
Keep the Parent Claim Tag for yourself as you will be required to present it when picking up your 
child (birth through 2nd grade) after the service. Please take your child to the bathroom before they 
enter a Kid Safe Zone.
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
